Downtown Bernalillo Station are scheduled to be completed and
opened in late March. These improvements will not only improve
safety for town residents but will make it easier to walk and bicycle
to the station. This project will provide a safe way for people to
cross the track and will discourage trespassing in the right of way.

The construction project includes:
1 A pedestrian crossing with automated lights, gates, and bells
near the Downtown Bernalillo Rail Runner station;
1 Connections from that crossing linking to adjoining streets,
sidewalks, and the station platform; and
1 Fencing between Avenida Bernalillo and Calle Presidente.

Each day, 16 Rail Runner trains travel the corridor, as do two
Amtrak 6Southwest Chiefé trains — who travel at high speeds
through the Town. Even when using the crossing ALWAYS use
caution: look both ways when crossing each of the three tracks, be
